Key Points 

Today 
• Heavy rainfall/flash flood threat continues from Coastal TX through S LA 

Sunday 
• Some heavy rain possible near the S and Central Coastal Plains of TX, but overall flash 

flood threat decreases 

Monday - Wednesday 
• Other than ongoing river flooding, no significant weather impacts expected 

River Flooding 
• Moderate to major river flooding continues or is expected over the Eastern half of TX 

for the next several days  

Tropical Outlook 
• There is a 70% chance of tropical cyclone development over the south-central and 

eastern Gulf of Mexico early next week.  This activity is not expected to impact FEMA 
Region 6.

• Heavy rainfall has produced moderate to major river flooding over the eastern half of TX.  The heavy 

rainfall and flash flood threat looks to be decreasing in the next few days…but, the rivers in Major and 

Moderate flood categories will be slower to respond. 

• The Brazos River near Richmond and Rosharon will likely remain in Major flood stage through at 

least next week. 

• The Trinity River at Liberty will remain in Major flood through the weekend. 

• The West Fork San Jacinto River near Humble has just dropped below Major flood stage this 

morning.
