Key Points 
Today 

• A Slight Risk of severe thunderstorms in far NE AR…while A Marginal  Risk of severe 
thunderstorms extend from west TX/SE NM into northern OK and over to northern 
AR.   

• Damaging winds and large hail are the primary impacts. 

Thursday 
• A Marginal Risk of isolated severe thunderstorms over NE AR with damaging winds 

and large hail the primary impacts. 

Friday - Sunday 
• Significant Weather Impacts are not expected 

River Flooding 
• Overall slow improvement to continue with temperatures rising and low rain chances 
• Moderate river flooding continues over portions of east & southeast TX for the next several days 
• Isolated major river flooding over southern OK but will continue steady fall 

Tropical Outlook 
• There is a 20% chances of tropical cyclone formation in the SW Gulf of Mexico late Sunday into 

Monday.
