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WHAT: flooding persists from the heavy rainfall that occurred at the end of last week.

WHEN: flooding will persist through the week.

WHERE: Along the lower Amite/Comite River basin encompassing parts of St. John the Baptist, St. James,

Ascension, Iberville, East Baton Rouge, and Livingston Parishes.

Expected Impacts:

+ Scattered showers and thunderstorms may produce rainfall of one half inch with isolated locally higher
amounts of 1 to 2 inches during the afternoon hours.

* South of I-12, flooding is on the lower Amite River Basin toward Lake Maurepas, River levels have begun a
fall for areas around Lake Maurepas with all locations now in moderate flood stage. Significant backwater
flooding persists along Bayou Manchac and Alligator Bayou in Ascension and Iberville Parishes. Backwater
flooding issues elsewhere should slowly improve as river levels continue to fall along the Amite.

* Heat index values of 100 to 106 degrees can be expected during the afternoon hours. Those without air
conditioning, first responders and relief workers should be monitored for heat related illnesses.
