Thicker high clouds will remain over the area this evening, 

with light west winds becoming variable shortly after sunset. 

A backdoor cold front will push in from the east late tonight, 

reaching the east slopes of the Sacramento Mountains 

around Midnight, bringing patchy freezing fog. The front will 

push west of the Rio Grande by dawn. NE to East winds will 

increase behind the front (especially west of mountain 

ranges). Low clouds will increase by dawn and through much 

of the morning hours, but will mainly stay east of the 

Franklin/Organ/San Andres mountains. Some patchy drizzle 

may develop in the pre-dawn hours, especially eastern El 

Paso, Hudspeth, and Otero Counties as the low clouds 

develop. 

Winter Weather Advisory is in effect through Noon CST. 

Impacts include slick bridges and overpasses due to snow 

and ice accumulations. Travel with caution if heading out on 

the roads this morning in parts of SE New Mexico and the I-

10 and I-20 corridors. 



Hazardous Weather 

An arctic cold front has moved through North Central Texas. 

There is a chance of some light drizzle or light rain south of a 

Cisco to Hillsboro to Palestine line this morning. In this area, 

and to the west of a line from Hillsboro to Killeen, 

temperatures will be below freezing early this morning. This 

will allow for some light freezing rain or sleet before 

temperatures warm above freezing later this morning. Ground 

temperatures are still relatively warm, so no significant travel 

problems are expected, but some light icing could occur on 

elevated surfaces.
