Charles Edwin Klein, 53, 
has been on the run since 2004. Authorities are offering $1,000 cash for information leading to 
his arrest. 
 
Klein was convicted in the aggravated sexual assault of an 11-year-old girl in 1984 and 
convicted of indecency with a child after he exposed himself to a 16-year-old boy.

The program identifies violent sex offenders who have either violated parole or failed to comply 
with sex offender registration.  
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
