Media can greatly assist relief efforts by letting the public know that the most effective way to help 

is to make cash donations to organizations you already know. Here are some reasons why cash 

donations to known organizations are more efficient and effective than donations of material goods: 

 

 Cash donations provide flexibility to help victims of disasters in situations that may be 

changing rapidly. 

 

 Cash donations minimize problems involved in transportation, delivery and storage. This is 

especially important for areas where bridges, roads, warehouses and other infrastructure 

have been destroyed or are impassable. 

 

 Cash donations keep relief workers focused on their work with survivors instead of diverting 

their efforts to sorting, storing, tracking and distributing goods.
