Running the Setup software

This section will guide you through the software installation process.  To begin, place the installation CD in your computer’s CD drive.  Browse to your CD drive and locate the file Deployment.exe; double click the icon to run this setup application.  The first screen will be a welcome screen as seen below:

Click OK to continue.  

Next, the application gives you the option to change the directory where the software will be installed.  The default directory is C:\Program Files\Crypto\, but changes may be made by clicking the Change Directory button, then browsing to the desired directory (default directory is recommended).  If you choose to change the directory, make note of what you change it to.  You will need this information to complete the setup before first-time use.
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When ready to proceed, click the Begin Setup Icon.  
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The next screen gives you the option to add items to the group shown in the Program Group box.  The Existing Group DPS Cryptography Program will already be highlighted by default.  Click Continue.
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When setup is completed successfully, you will get a confirmation message.  Click OK to exit the setup application.

Completing Setup

To complete the setup and make this software functional, you must obtain a key code. Each key is different and user-specific.  To get your key, send a request email to AFIS_CJIS@TXDPS.STATE.TX.US specifying the agency ORI and the email address where the responses will be mailed.  The key will then be sent via e-mail as an attachment named ‘reg.sys’. 

If you attempt to run the software without a key, you will see two error messages, the first which tells you to set the Encryption Key first: 
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followed by one that tells you to contact DPS for your Encryption Key: 
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After you have received your key, complete the following steps.  Copy the file reg.sys into the directory in which the cryptography software was installed.  This should be C:\Program Files\Crypto, unless a different directory was chosen at installation.  Once this file is copied to the correct directory, it will appear with the cryptography executable (Crypto.exe) and the uninstall information (St6unst.log) as shown below.
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The cryptography software will now be fully functional. 
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
