
2003 CRIME  IN TEXAS

DEFINITION

The Texas Family Code defines Family Violence
as an act by a member of a family or household
against another member that is intended to result
in physical harm, bodily injury, assault, or a threat
that reasonably places the member in fear of
imminent physical harm. The law excludes the
reasonable discipline of a child and defines abuse
as physical injury that results in substantial harm
or genuine threat; sexual contact, intercourse, or
conduct; or compelling or encouraging the child to
engage in sexual conduct.

By definition and for the purposes of family vio-
lence reports, ‘family’ includes individuals related
by consanguinity (blood) or affinity, marriage or
former marriage, biological parents of the same
child, foster children, foster parents, and members
or former members of the same household
(including roommates). Senate Bill 68 of the 77th
Legislature amended the Family Code to include
“Dating Violence”. The “Dating Relationship”
means a relationship between individuals who
have or have had a continuing relationship of a
romantic or intimate nature.

ANALYSIS

Volume

The estimated number of Texas family violence
incidents in 2003 was 185,299. This represented a
1.0 percent increase when compared to 2002.
These incidents involved an estimated 199,444
victims (up 0.5 percent from 2002) and an estimat-
ed 195,354 offenders (up 0.6 percent from 2002).

Victim/Offender Relationships

The largest percentage of family violence reports
was between married spouses. The second most
commonly reported relationship among offenders
and victims was common-law spouses and the
third most common relationship was other family
member.

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Victims

Incidents of family violence in 2003 involved an
estimated 199,444 victims. Of the victims whose
sex was known, 25 percent were male and 75 per-
cent were female. The age group with the highest
number of victims was the 20-to-24 year-old
bracket.

Of the victims whose ethnicity was known, 43 per-
cent were Hispanic and 57 percent were not
Hispanic. For the victims whose race was known,
75 percent were listed as White, 24 percent were
Black, and 1 percent were American Indian or
Alaskan Native and Asian or Pacific Islander. Of
the White victims, 76 percent were female, 76 per-
cent of the Black victims were female, 76 percent
of the American Indian or Alaskan Native victims
were female and 74 percent of the Asian or Pacific
Islander victims were female.

Offenders

In 2003, an estimated 195,354 offenders were
involved in incidents of family violence. Of the
offenders whose sex was known, 78 percent were
male and 22 percent were female. The age group
showing the highest number of offenders was the
20-to-24 year-old bracket.

Of the offenders whose ethnicity was known, 40
percent were Hispanic and 60 percent were not

Hispanic. Of the offenders whose race was
known, 73 percent were White, 26 percent were
Black, and 1 percent were American Indian or
Alaskan Native and Asian or Pacific Islander. An
examination of offenders by race finds that 78 per-
cent of the White offenders were male, 79 percent
of the Black offenders were male, 80 percent of
the American Indian or Alaskan Native offenders
were male, and 73 percent of the Asian or Pacific
Islander offenders were male.

Officer Assaults

A serious problem inherent to police intervention
and investigation of family violence incidents is the
potential for law officers to be assaulted. In 2003,
during the course of responding to family violence
incidents, 572 Texas law officers were assaulted.
By contrast, Uniform Crime Reports for 2003 listed
5,036 assaults on law officers during all types of
police activity.

Offenses

Offense information in the family violence program
is collected according to federal UCR guidelines
and does not necessarily conform to Texas state
definitions. Complete offense definitions are avail-
able in the appendix to this publication. Family vio-
lence offense information falls into six general cat-
egories: assaults, homicides, kidnapping/abduc-
tions, robberies, forcible sex offenses, and non-
forcible sex offenses. Of the six main categories,
assaults accounted for 97% of all offenses.
Information for each individual crime is represent-
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Injuries

For the purposes of this family violence report, the
police officers who responded to disturbance calls
determined the extent of injuries and all injuries
were considered to be apparent injuries. If later
medical attention indicated that the injuries were
more or less severe than noted by the responding
officer, this information is not included in the family
violence report. The majority of reported injuries
(52%) were considered to be minor injuries. In
another 44 percent of family violence reports, ‘no
injury’ was recorded. Major injuries were reported
in 4 percent of the cases.

Weapons

The most common weapon involved in family vio-
lence cases was physical force through the use of
hands, feet, and fists (strong-arm), which accounts
for 77 percent of the incidents. The Texas Family
Violence law considers the use of threats and
intimidation to be serious enough to report and,
thus, 9 percent of the reports were listed as involv-
ing no weapons. Knives or cutting instruments (4
percent), blunt objects (3 percent), firearms (2 per-
cent), and other (5 percent) account for the
remaining cases. Considered as other weapons
were motor vehicles, poison, explosives, fire,
drugs, unknown, and miscellaneous weapons.

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Of the apparent major injuries, severe lacerations
were the most common at 38 percent. Possible
internal injuries were reported in 37 percent of the
apparent major injury reports, and apparent bro-
ken bones were noted in 13 percent of the appar-
ent major injury cases.
