ÅThe Mississippi River at Baton Rouge will continue in major flood for the next several weeks.

Latest on the MS River:

Å Flows along the Lower Mississippi remain in 

minor to moderate (with major at Baton Rouge) 

flood.

Å The flood waters from the Ohio River Valley will 

likely have a minimal impact on the Lower MS 

River.  Slight rises are expected at locations just 

downstream of the confluence, and slowed 

recessions are possible further downstream.

Å Major flooding will continue for several more 

weeks at Baton Rouge, LA.
