Drier air will continue to filter in from the northeast today. 

This will confine best chances for showers and 

thunderstorms across the southwest half of north-central 

Texas today. Stronger storms may produce gusty winds, 

more frequent lightning, and brief heavy downpours that may 

produce minor flooding. Highs will mostly be in the 80s, 

though a few locations in the southeast could reach the 

lower 90s. Keep an eye to the sky, especially if you live 

across western part of the area. 

Isolated to scattered showers and thunderstorms are 

expected today, mainly along the sea breeze. Expect near 

normal high temperatures, with inland highs in the lower to 

mid 90s. 



Hazardous Weather 

Despite a slight decrease in moisture...there is still plenty of 

it in place over the Borderland for Friday. That should mean 

another bout of scattered showers and thunderstorms 

across the region to end the work week. A little more sun and 

thus warmer afternoon temperatures expected. Winds will 

continue out of the east and southeast. 

Patchy fog across northern potions of the region through 

sunrise may result in brief periods of low visibility. Scattered 

showers and thunderstorms are possible once again today, 

potentially producing heavy rainfall and localized flooding. 



Hazardous Weather 

Scattered showers and thunderstorms are expected again today. The stronger 

storms will be capable of producing brief heavy rain and frequent lightning 

strikes. High temperatures will range from the mid 80s to mid 90s.
